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Collages — as data and representation — alert the viewer
to how the work people do produces different
relationships to space and place.

Builders — collage 1 — monopolise the physical
manipulation of the building — as process and object.
They live and breathe it, quite literally, as its dust and
paint and debris get under their nails and skin, and into
their hair and eyes.

The physicality and tactility of building work produces
men (there were no women builders on this site) with
their hands in the ‘guts’ of the building which they know
through habit, in an embodied/tacit way.

In contrast, the engineers and architects — collage 2 -
know the building as a conceptualised space, through
drawings and measurements, reports and schedules,
and observed it as a ‘landscape of viewing'.
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
